The Duke of Hamilton’s Park Walls have been taken as the Boundaries when
they suited, because, being the March between His Grace and the Feuars in
the Town, they are likely ta be permanent. All the other points chosen, are
also likely to be permanent. They include no Lands which are not within the
Burgh '1yerritory, except upon the South side, where the line from Wellhall
Bridge to the Duke of Hamilton’s Upper Park Wall embraces at one place a
considerable space of ground not within the Burgh, but not more than at no
very distant period is likely to be required for building, as part of it has been
already feued, and buildings are going on daily in that direction. Almost all
the Burgh Territory excluded from the Boundary is within the Duke of
Hamilton’s Park, and not in the least likely ever to be built upon.
