Thought I would give you some information about my research on the Golder family over the last 15 years.
What started me off was in 2000 Patricia Golder published a book of “The Golders in Upper Hutt & Hukanui”.  On reading it I found a number of minor errors so decided to do my own research using the book as my basic information. I also had access to the Golder Family Cottage  (1876-2015) where my father was raised and obtained lots of information from there which I now have.

My first task was to go to the ScotlandsPeople website where I managed to copy and paste births, deaths, marriages and census data into a spreadsheet - you can’t do it the way I did now.  I was a computer expert so knew how to do it at no cost.

This meant I had every record in the name of Golder, Goldar, Goldart, Colder, Gowder, Gawder etc.
From here I could sort the records into date order and then start to match families by parent names, areas etc and started to build the family tree in the Ancestry FAMILY TREE application.  Where I had issues with identification I then paid for and printed out birth, marriage, death & census records.  This solved the majority of problems.

As at today I now have over 11,600 people in the tree and small portion of this information is still not linked.

Now let’s look at the first records

Between 1610 and mid 1700’s it appears the Golder’s started in Hamilton, Scotland.

After that it was based around Strathaven, Avondale, Scotland area which is not far from Hamilton. They then moved further afield in the years following as expected.
Family records state that William Golder was given some land by the Duke of Hamilton. I believe this is incorrect as I found it was Andrew Golder who first received this land in 1649 and it was transferred to his eldest son Andrew in 1673.
